Futsal Program  

 

FUTSAL:  What is it?  

 

Futsal  is the official five-a-side indoor soccer game & the only indoor soccer recognized 

by FIFA. More and more soccer players, coaches, clubs and associations are discovering 

the unique and positive qualities of Futsal.  It is a game played around the world and 

many of todayôs world stars began their youth soccer by playing Futsal. The Brazilians 

attribute their world soccer success to Futsal.  Pele,  Zico ,  Socrates ,  Ronaldo  and 

Bebeto  grew up playing Futsal and credit Futsal with developing their skills. 

Futsal  is a small-sided game (5v5 including the goalkeepers) played on a small field 

roughly the size of a basketball court. The game is played with the touchline boundaries 

and does not use sideboards. The official ball is a special low bounce ball that is smaller 

than an official size 5 soccer ball. The ball forces a player to use their skill rather than the 

ballôs bounce to propel it.  It is a complete-skill game.  Futsal develops the overall funda-

mentals of soccer more effectively. It has been proven that youth players develop quicker 

reflexes, faster thinking and pinpoint passing.  It is a superior game in terms of establish-

ing playersô touch and technique. 

One-touch passing is essential in maintaining ball possession on a smaller surface. 

Therefore, an individualôs overall ball handling skills and off-the-ball movement grow con-

siderably.  A playerôs split-second thinking improves automatically as one learns how to 

maintain possession and distribute the ball quickly. Shots must be more accurate, since a 

shot off target will not produce a rebound. More shots are also taken during the course of 

a game, which will enhance a playerôs confidence, by taking on a defender and shooting 

quickly.  A player does not have as much space or time to dribble with the ball.  Futsal 

helps to develop tremendous close quarters footwork. 

Details:  

Classes at Poinsettia Park for Session 2 ONLY .   

Each class will run for 1 hour, 1 day per week over a 6 week session.  

COED Classes, separated by age group.  

There are 24 spots in each class.  

U9 & 10 will run from 4:00 to 5:00PM  

U11 will run from 5:15 to 6:15PM  

U12 & 13 will run from 6:30 to 7:30PM  

Cost per player is $30 for the six-week session.  

 

Important!!  

Players should wear flat -soled court shoes, shinguards and bring water . 

Do not wear cleats and do not bring a ball .

We are still taking 

requests so be sure to discuss this opportunity with your team and then, if interested, 

have your Coordinator contact the Cup Committee. 

 

In closing, I just want to thank all the parents in advance for the time they will invest in 

helping the Club run this event.  Running an organized tournament requires a team effort, 

especially when we are hosting matches at fifteen or more sites .  A successful tourna-

ment will not only help promote the image of our club in the highly competitive southern 

California soccer region, but proceeds from the event will be used to buy new equip-

ment , provide financial aid , and keep our annual registration fees more affordable 

than most other North County clubs.
